ALERT! PROPOSED JUVENILE DETENTION CENTER AT HICKEY SITE

I want to alert people of the 8th legislative district that there is a growing momentum within the House Appropriations Committee to build a juvenile detention center at the Charles H. Hickey Jr. school site.

In line with the Governor’s plan to have at least one detention center in each of the four state regions, Appropriation Committee members have told me that they would put language in the Capital Budget to use the Hickey site for the Baltimore County-Baltimore City center.

I am sponsoring House Bill 116 to make sure the Hickey site never houses a juvenile facility again.   The bill puts the entire Hickey property in the Gunpowder State Park.   Evidently, those intent on keeping the Hickey site as a juvenile detention facility site will work to defeat House Bill 116.

When Governor Ehrlich closed the Hickey School, he said that the site would never be used to house a juvenile detention center again.   Despite what the Governor said, or perhaps because the Governor said it, Appropriations Committee members are determined to use the site for a detention center.

One of the Committee members had the colossal nerve to tell me that the community would be in agreement with locating a detention center on the Hickey grounds.   After all, I was told, it won’t be anything new for those people.   They’re used to living with a juvenile detention center in their community.   I think that is ludicrous.  The community surrounding Hickey does not want another juvenile detention center in their midst.

I for one feel that this community has dealt with the problems such a facility brings for far too long.  

I have listed the names and phone numbers of Appropriations Committee members, so that you may contact them and tell them you do not want a juvenile detention center built on the Hickey property.  I hope you will join me in this fight!
