8TH DISTRICT ROAD PROJECTS GET FUNDING 

I have received notification from the Department of Transportation that funding for three major road improvements in the 8th Legislative District has been approved.

These construction funds, which I have worked to obtain, were in jeopardy just a few days ago.   The recent approval of these funds however, eliminates the last hurdle in getting the road improvement projects started.

The Rosedale project, at a cost of $16 million, includes repair and overlay of existing pavement, repair and replacement of existing sidewalks, install crosswalks, improve drainage and storm drain systems, install turn lanes where necessary, relocate utilities as required, upgrade street lighting and improve landscaping and streetscape amenities.   The location of the project will be the span of MD 7-Philadelphia Road from U.S. 40- Pulaski Highway to I-695.    The construction will begin in FY 2007.

The Overlea project, at a cost of $200,000, spans US Route 1-Belair Road from the city line to I-695 and includes the conceptual planning to enhance visibility and address safety concerns by exploring modifications to commercial and residential entrances to provide safe access.

The Parkville project which spans Harford Road from Taylor Avenue to I-695, at a cost of $11 million includes, milling and resurfacing the roadway, replacing several sidewalk curbs and gutters, drainage improvements and a traffic signal at the intersection of Emerald/Woodside Road and Harford Road.   The construction phase is slated to begin in FY 2007.

These projects have been long awaited and will bring important improvements to road safety, accessibility and aesthetics to the 8th Legislative District.  If you have any questions or concerns regarding these, or any other road projects in our community, please do not hesitate to contact me.
