
For the past several months, I have been working with the Perry Hall Business and Improvement Associations, as well as local businesses and community leaders, in order to solve the various traffic problems that exist at the intersection of Belair and Joppa Roads in Perry Hall.  Having grown-up in Perry Hall, and now having purchased a home just two blocks away from the intersection, like so many of the citizens of our area, I have been forced to deal with what the State Highway Administration has deemed a "failing intersection."  

I, along with several community leaders, met with the State Highway Administration to discuss the proposed solutions to these various problems. We reviewed several plans for a significant upgrade to the intersections at Belair and Joppa Roads and Joppa Road and India Avenue, as well as the entrances to the Perry Hall Shopping Center (Belair Rd.) and Super Fresh. At the conclusion of our meeting, the SHA agreed to come back to us with a proposal that would address the failing intersections, and provide a solution that served our community's short and long-term needs.  We also made certain that any businesses that may be affected by such a proposal would be involved in the process as well.  The SHA agreed to notify each potentially affected business, and also meet with them in the weeks to come. I will also be visiting businesses along Belair and Joppa Roads to get their input.

I'm glad to be a part of such an important improvement to our community. When new information becomes available, as always, I will do my best to keep you informed.
